Areas of Opportunity and Practice Test

Now it's time to dig into some challenging topics. You can do this! Your goal is not to learn everything about, say, geometry or
punctuation, but rather to learn the most commonly-tested SAT concepts and to familiarize yourself with questions in that
category.

It's also time for some authentic practice. Taking a Practice Test under real test-like conditions is the best way to solidify what
you've learned and to practice test-taking strategies. Plus, your results will help you make a plan for your remaining weeks until
test day.

Tips for Taking Practice Tests:

Make the Practice Test count! Time yourself, eliminate distractions, and use your test-taking strategies (see Chapter 1), just as
you would for the real test. Practice using the Methods for each test section (Math, Reading, and Writing and Language) on every
question—even if doing so takes more time now, practicing will improve your speed so the Methods are second nature on the
real test day.

After finishing the Practice Test, it is vital that you review your results. Dig into each question—think not only about why you got a
question correct or incorrect but also about whether you approached the question strategically. For each question, ask yourself:
What can | learn about this type of question? After reviewing, use your test results to help you plan what to study until test day.
